5 Pre Drill Out Inspection Prior to drilling out intermediate 
casing and entering any formations 
containing hydrogen sulphide (H2S), 
licensee shall provide the ERCB 
Drayton Valley Field Centre with 48 
hours notification and the ERCB will 
then conduct a pre drill out 
inspection.

Once notified by email, field staff will 
conduct pre drill out inspections 
before the licencee drills through each 
of the Nordegg and Nisku formations.
